LITURGY CORNER 
 
Catholic 101 – Why is the candle, next to 
the tabernacle, left burning all the time? 

– This candle, called a sanctuary lamp, signifies 
that the tabernacle nearby holds the consecrated 
bread, the Body of Christ. Catholics honor the 
constant love and presence of Christ in the Blessed 
Sacrament by genuflecting or bowing before 
entering or leaving their pew. 
 
The sanctuary lamp has its origin in the Temle in 
Jerusalem, built by King David. Originally an oil 
lamp, it burned at all times next to the Holy of 
Holies, where the tablets of the Law (Ten 
Commandments) and the manna, the holy bread 
that the people ate in the desert, were kept. As it 
did for the ancient Jews, today the light reminds us 
that the Lord dwells with us always, in good times 
and in bad. Christ, the Light of the World, the Bread
