Dear Parishioners, 
 
This year we will be reading the Gospel of St. Mark 
during Ordinary Time.  In the Christian tradition of 
assigning the four evangelists to prophet Ezekiel’s 
vision [1:4-10], Mark’s symbol is a lion.  It is an 
appropriate designation.   There is something, 
quick, powerful and determined about Mark’s 
gospel.  It is the shortest of the gospels accounts.  It 
is blunt and sometimes harsh in judging those 
closest to Jesus.  It is certainly unequivocal about 
the harshness of Christ’s passion.  Jesus suffers in 
Mark’s gospel not only the ferocity of his 
opponents but also the failures of his disciples.  
Mark’s gospel ends, however, with the hope of the 
empty tomb on Easter morning.  It is a gospel of 
hope in Christ amidst the harshest of realities.  In 
that sense, it remains unconquered like a lion.  I 
hope that you will love hearing the gospel of Mark 
this year as much as I will.
