Lifting Up Our Hearts is a faith-sharing process for small groups to help us deepen our
understanding of the Eucharist, while at the same time learning about the changes which we
will begin to use at all our Masses in Advent 2011.

Have you ever called a friend just to say ‘Hello” because you know they are going through a
rough time or are lonely? given up your seat to a young mother, or older person? talked about
a homily or gospel and what it meant to you with a spouse, child, parent or friend?
